“Pop” (Tab) Quiz

1.  What is a Ronald McDonald House?

The idea behind Ronald McDonald House is simple: provide a “home away from home for families of seriously ill children who are receiving treatment at nearby hospitals. Some children have to travel great distances to get the medical attention they need. The Ronald McDonald House provides a temporary residence near the medical facility.  Families can stay there for free.

2.  How many are there in the Carolinas.

There are four in NC, and three in SC.  The closest one is in Winston Salem.

3.  Do we have one in Charlotte?

There are plans to build one in conjunction with the Levine Children’s Hospital.

4.  What is a “Pop Tab Collection Program”?
Ronald McDonald Houses work with local recycling centers to receive money for collecting tabs from aluminum cans - including those from soda cans, vegetable and soup cans, and pet food cans.
5.  Will there be other ways to help?
There are other ways to help listed on the RMHC website or the individual RMHC websites.
6.  How much money is a pop tab worth?
1 pound equals approximately 1400 pop tabs. To date, over 400 million pop tabs have been collected, generating over $300,000!  The recycling companies pay approximately 50 cents a pound.  So while one pop tab may not be worth much – think of the power of a group collection program! 
7. We want to help.  Now what?

Just start collecting! Ask you families, friends, school, businesses, churches – anyone you can think of! Save your pop tabs.
